The People´s Story 
�
The People´s Story Museum is situated in the 16th century 
Canongate Tolbooth, in the Royal Mile. The Museum uses oral 
history, reminiscence, written sources and reconstructed sets to 
tell the story of the lives, work and leisure of the ordinary people of 
Edinburgh from the late 18th century to the present day. It is filled 
with the sights, sounds and smells of the past from a prison cell, 
cooper´s workshop, wash house, pub and tea room. Also on 
display are photographs, everyday objects, rare artefacts and an 
outstanding collection of trade union and friendly society banners.  

 

Edinburgh Castle 

Edinburgh Castle is simply magnificent. It occupies the summit of 
an ancient plug of volcanic rock towering 260ft or 80m above the 
city it dominates, and is visible for tens of miles in every direction. 
No fairytale castle, this is the real thing, an uncompromisingly 
defensive structure that seems to grow organically out of the 
living rock beneath it. Over the centuries Edinburgh Castle has 
been continuously adapted to meet the military needs of the day. 
And over the centuries its strength has been tested on no fewer 
than thirteen occasions, successfully or unsuccessfully, by siege 
or by stealth.

North Berwick, Museum of Flight & 
Scottish Sea Bird Centre 

Get back to nature with a visit to this award-winning Five Star 
Wildlife Centre. Open all year, enjoy exhilarating sea air and 
breathtaking views at this all-weather visitor centre. 

Control live "Big Brother" cameras to see puffins and gannets, seals 
and even dolphins and whales. A haven for wildlife through all the 
seasons and only 30 minutes from Edinburgh. Café and Open Sundeck. Lots of activities and 
workshops. 
 
A visit to the Scottish Seabird Centre at North Berwick makes a great day out, with something for 
everyone - families, nature lovers and bird watchers and school and community groups.  
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Onto the Museum of Flight - you will be able to view Concord 
and an original Pilcher Hawk hang-glider of 1896 amongst 
much more. The museum tells the story of flight up to the 
present day. It houses the largest collection of preserved 
aircraft in Scotland in the hangars and buildings of the historic 
airfield at East Fortune. The site is largely unchanged since 
1945 and has been scheduled as an Ancient Monument. A 
number of rare exhibits not normally seen in museums are on 
display. The former Museum of Flight was renamed National 
Museum of Flight Scotland.
